Exposure Controls 
Personal protection measures, such as personal protective equipment:

(cutting, pricking, heat protection), level of dexterity required. 

●​ Types of gloves recommended: 
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- Natural latex 
- Nitrile rubber (butadiene-acrylonitrile copolymer rubber (NBR)) 
- PVC (Polyvinyl Chloride) 
- Butyl Rubber (Isobutylene-isoprene copolymer) 

●​ Recommended properties: 
- Impervious gloves in accordance with standard EN374 

 
Body Protection: 

●​ Avoid skin contact. 
●​ Wear suitable protective clothing. 
●​ Suitable type of protective clothing. 
●​ In the event of substantial spatter, wear liquid-tight protective clothing against chemical 

risks (type 3) in accordance with EN14605 to prevent skin contact. 
●​ In the event of a risk of splashing, wear protective clothing against chemical risks (type 6) in 

accordance with EN13034 to prevent skin contact. 
●​ Wear suitable protective clothing, in particular overalls and boots. These items must be kept 

in good condition and cleaned after use. 
●​ Work clothing worn by personnel shall be laundered regularly.
